Vineyard), 3% Mourvedre (Kiona Heart of the Hill Vineyard)

THE VINEYARD The essence of Stone Tree Vineyard under the
care of vineyard manager Tedd Wildman dominates this
blend. We thank Tedd for his exceptional viticultural efforts
with the warm microclimate of his Wahluke Slope vineyard.
Stillwater Creek offers a counterpoint with cooler location
fruit from Royal City. We really like the blend of flavors
available when we source cool locations too, especially with
Syrah where the pepper and spice increase like we often see
in the Cotes du Rhone. We've also added a dash of Mourve-
dre from Kiona’s Heart of the Hill Vineyard another warm
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spot on Red Mountain. NOTES
